Here are some of the latest design tips Jane incorporated in the model homes...

Comfort, relaxation, and continuity are key 
elements in the current interior design trend. 
Uncluttered areas and open spaces provide
a relaxing backdrop for today’s homes.  Avoid
stuffing rooms with multiple pieces of furniture 
or bulky furnishings.

The master bedroom design creates a spa-like 
appeal while reflecting individual tastes. Sitting
areas can be created for reading, listening to music,
de-stressing, water therapy and aromatherapy.  Wall
colours can be understated, clean and warm. In
bedrooms, consider pastel colours, soft textures
and subdued lighting.

The trend in most room décor is subtle and 
neutral with accessories to add colour and 
interest. Dens, dining rooms and offices can sport
deeper, more vibrant colours, while walls can be
saturated with accents.

Fabric selection to enhance a room’s décor is
more for texture and contrast than design. Style
lines are simpler: burlap-weave linen, suede, leather,
and earthy textures are especially popular.

Brushed nickel and metal will enhance a natural
look in a dramatic way.  When it comes to metal 
finishes, try blends of brass, chrome, and 
oil-rubbed bronze in hardware.

“Window coverings can be a room focal point or subtle enhancement to a great scenic view,”
says Elaine Shea of Lane Custom Design. “Windows can actually be art in your room,” Shea
adds. No other decorative enhancement to your home affords such freedom of personal
expression. Through window design, the tone and feeling of your home are visible for you to
enjoy every day of the year.

WHAT TODAY'S 
WINDOWS ARE WEARING
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Exquisite gossamer sheers are worlds away from the familiar frilly or 
harsh-textured polyester ones. Sheers in dramatic colours like cocoa 
and smoke are a trend, as is combining two tones of sheers. 

Velvet is a continuing trend.  They look rich and regal in formal rooms 
in the house.

Longer, looser pleats (five to six inches long) are now popular.  They 
look less prim and proper than shorter, tighter ones. Double pleats, rather 
than triple, are used for the same reason. 

Draperies with grommets are a continuing trend. 

Extra-long fabric puddled on the floor has been replaced with 
floor-length draperies.  

Fun and whimsical patterns are becoming more popular. 

Designers have turned their attention to creative hardware. Rods, 
finials and tie-backs in wood, metal, glass or ceramic are treated almost 
like jewellery.

2 oz Fresh Plum Tomatoes

2 oz Basil Pesto

1 oz Fresh Basil

1 oz Garlic/Rosemary Oil

Preparation:
Open the dough to oval shape. Dust the bottom side with cornmeal, 
brush the top-side with the garlic rosemary oil, basil pesto, and top 
with sliced mozzarella and tomatoes.

Bake at 500° Celsius for 7 minutes. Place on wood-board. 
Garnish with julienned fresh basil.
